e Review prenatal HBsAg status of
all pregnant women.

e Test all pregnant women for
HBsAg status at each delivery.

e Document and place copy of
maternal HBsAg results in labor /
delivery record, delivery summary
and infant's medical record.

e Report all HBsAg positive and
women of unknown HBsAg status
to the Local Health Department
(LHD).

e Administer HBIG and HBV1 within
12 hours of birth.
